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When your kids start asking questions about baptism, it's a
pretty exciting moment! As parents, you not only get a front-
row seat to see your kids grow in their relationship with
Jesus, but you also get to play an important role in helping
them understand what baptism is all about and what it
means to follow Jesus.

We've made this booklet to help you have e meaningful
conversations with your child about the amazing things God
is doing in their life. Inside, you'll find essential Biblical truths,
questions for you and your child, and Bible verses to help
explain baptism and its importance. Don’t worry, you don’t
have to be a Bible scholar to do this!

As you go through this booklet together, you'll figure out if
your child gets why baptism is a big deal and what it means
to follow Jesus. By the end, you’ll know if they’re ready to be
baptized and take the next step in their personal faith.

Choosing to follow Jesus and be baptized is a personal
choice. There's no rush, and everyone grows and learns at
their own pace. The most important thing to remember is
that you are your child's greatest source of support and
guidance. Being patient is key, both with your child and
yourself. Sometimes, they might ask questions you don’t
have the answers to. When that happens, just remember to
pray, look to the Bible, and if you need extra help, reach out
to someone at church – they're there to help you out!

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Parents, here are a few things to keep in mind as you work
through this booklet:

Read through each section on your own first. Grab 
all the supplies you might need before you sit down
with your child. (Pencil or pen, Bible, and extra paper
if needed.)

This booklet provides an opportunity for you to guide
your child and help them learn more about what
baptism and following Jesus truly mean. Don’t be
afraid to lead your child into the readings and 
activities, but ensure they grasp and connect with the
material in their own unique manner.

Set a time each day for you and your child to go
through the booklet together. (e.g, at bedtime, in the
morning, right after dinner, etc.) Planning when to do
it will help you stay committed and avoid getting
sidetracked. Protect your dedicated time, and
remember to enjoy the activity!

Jesus lived a perfect life! He died on the cross to pay the
penalty for our sins so we could spend eternity in heaven
with Him.

        Jesus told him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life.     
        No one comes to the Father except through me.”

PARENTS: Has your child never given their life to
Christ, or maybe they don’t understand what that
decision means? You can use the ABCs below to help
you work through any uncertainty or confusion they
might have. These are three knowledge-based actions
that can help kids understand what it means to have a
relationship with Jesus.

We all need Jesus, and we all need His sacrifice to save us
from our sins. Admitting we need Him can be hard because
we think we can do things on our own, but without God, we
would never be able to overcome our sin!

      “For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God;” 

A - Admit you need Jesus.

B - Believe that Jesus is the only way to heaven.
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When you choose to follow Jesus, you’re asking Him to
forgive your sins and be the leader of your life. This is the
biggest decision you could ever make, and God will use it to
change your life forever!

        “One believes with the heart, resulting in righteousness, 
        and one confesses with the mouth, resulting in 
        salvation.” 
        Romans 10:10

Now, let’s take a look at three other foundational truths 
that are directly tied to the ABCs — faith, forgiveness, and 
salvation!

Faith is the foundation of our relationship with God. When
we have faith in Jesus, that means we believe He is who He
says He is: the Son of God who died to forgive our sins and
was raised from the dead three days later!

Paul explains the importance of faith in 
        Ephesians 2:8-9:
        “For you are saved by grace through faith, and this is 
        not from yourselves; it is God’s gift— not from works, 
        so that no one can boast.

Jesus’ death on the cross paid for our sins, but salvation 
requires something from us too — in order to be saved and 
follow Jesus, we have to believe He died for us and forgave 
our sins. This faith is the first step: When you express your 
belief in God on your own, then you know He is working in 
your life.

For more about faith, check out 
John 3:16 and Acts 4:11-12.

Sometimes it’s hard to understand what we need to be
forgiven for, even if we’ve already said a prayer to be saved.
So, before making the decision to follow Jesus, we should
understand what sin is and why we need God’s forgiveness.

Sin is anything we think, say, or do that disobeys God, and 
the Bible says we’ve all sinned. In Genesis 3, Adam and Eve 
were the first ones to sin, disobeying God by eating fruit 
from the forbidden tree. Everyone who has ever lived has 
sinned and needs forgiveness from God. 

Ephesians 1:7 explains how God forgave our sins:
        “He is so rich in kindness and grace that he purchased 
        our freedom with the blood of his Son and forgave our 
        sins.”

Sin requires forgiveness, which has been freely offered to us 
through the grace of God! For more about forgiveness, check 
out Colossians 1:13-14 and 1 John 1:9.

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Salvation and baptism are two different things. Salvation is
the decision to follow Jesus, while baptism is showing
people you’ve made that decision. Salvation happens the
moment you decide to believe Jesus is the Son of God,
admit you need Him to be your Savior, and follow Him
through your words and actions. From that moment on, 
you are a Christian!

Ephesians 4:32-5:2 tells us how to follow Jesus: 
        “And be kind and compassionate to one another, 
        forgiving one another, just as God also forgave you in 
        Christ. Therefore, be imitators of God, as dearly loved 
        children, and walk in love, as Christ also loved us and 
        gave himself for us, a sacrificial and fragrant offering to 
        God.
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What does it mean to be saved?

Was Jesus perfect?

Why is it important to live how Jesus lived?

Choosing to follow Jesus means living a life that follows His
example in the Bible. As Christians, we should do our best to
be like Jesus, but we should also remember He’s perfect and
we’re not! Even after you become a Christian, you’re going 
to make mistakes. The important thing is that you continue
to follow Him, even when you mess up. Placing our faith in
Jesus isn’t an event — it’s a practice. Salvation is a decision
we make one time, but following Jesus is a choice we make
every day!

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Baptism is like painting a picture for everyone to see. It’s a
picture of Jesus’ death, burial, and resurrection, and a picture
of our decision to believe that and follow Him. 

Romans 6:4 explains it this way:

        “Therefore we were buried with him by baptism into 
        death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from the 
        dead by the glory of the Father, so we too may walk in 
        newness of life.”

Baptism is what we do to show everybody we’ve decided 
to follow Jesus. When we’re baptized, we are obeying the
commandment Jesus gave His disciples.

        “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, 
        baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son 
        and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe 
        everything I have commanded you. And remember, I am 
        with you always, to the end of the age.” 
        Matthew 28:19-20
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When we’re standing in the water, it’s a picture of Jesus 
dying on the cross for us. When we go under the water, it’s a
picture of Jesus being sealed in the tomb after He died. And
when we come up out of the water, it’s a picture of Jesus
being raised from the dead on the third day.

When we’re baptized, it identifies us with Christ — it shows
everyone we’re on God’s team. Think about it this way: When
you wear a baseball cap, a school t-shirt, or your favorite
sports team gear, you’re telling people you’re loyal to that
team or school. So, when you’re baptized, you’re showing
everyone you’re loyal to Jesus!

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Baptism isn’t the end of your journey — it’s only the
beginning! Following Jesus doesn’t just mean acting the way
He did and following His commandments. (Although that’s
pretty important!) It also means you want to have a close
relationship with Jesus by talking to Him and reading the
Bible.

As Christians, we try to talk to Jesus daily and live the way
He wants us to. Everyone has different ways they spend time
with Jesus. Here are some things you can start doing to 
grow your relationship with Him:

Even though we don’t always hear Jesus speak out 
loud or directly to us, it’s important to pray to Him.
Jesus loves to hear about what we’re thinking and
feeling, whether it’s good or bad. He also wants us to
ask for help when we or someone we know is 
struggling with something. 

        “Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray about 
        everything. Tell God what you need, and thank   
        him for all he has done.” 
        Philippians 4:6

Talk to Him!1
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God created us for community; we’re not meant to 
do life alone! The people around you influence your
attitude, thoughts, and actions, so spending time with
other Christians will help you live like Jesus.

        “Two are better than one because they have a 
        good reward for their efforts. For if either falls, 
        his companion can lift him up; but pity the one 
        who falls without another to lift him up. Also, if 
        two lie down together, they can keep warm; but 
        how can one person alone keep warm? And if  
        someone overpowers one person, two can resist 
        him. A cord of three strands is not easily broken. 
        Ecclesiastes 4:9-12

The Bible is the greatest tool we have. Reading the
Bible not only helps us understand Jesus’ story, but 
also helps us understand OUR story. The more time 
you spend in God’s Word, the more you will act, speak,
and think like Jesus.
